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AS WE GATHER: This text shows us that Jesus sees clearly the ugliness of human hearts, yet he does not 
turn away. He sees right through our highly edited versions of ourselves, knows what lurks in our hearts, yet 
loves us still. The good news exerts a claim on our lives, a call to follow. Following Jesus is not about sepa-
rating ourselves from those considered less holy or unclean. Following Jesus means that like him, we get our 
hands dirty serving others, caring especially for those whom the world has cast aside. True faithfulness is not 
about clean hands, but a heart cleansed and a life shaped by the radical, self-giving love of God in Christ.
