“ATTN” line in the address below. Thank you for your help with this operation! Failure to
follow this labeling EXACTLY or missing the postmark deadline will result in loss of mail
by USPS or it being returned to sender due to insufficient information/being too late for
the flight. We have nearly 250 Veterans flying this spring and this specific labeling is
imperative to helping us ensure Veterans receive the mail intended for them - do not
use nicknames (like “Dutch”) or generic names that may apply to multiple Veterans
(like “Grandpa Bill”).
